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GARDEN WALK APARTMENTS SUMMARY LETTER, 701 HALL STREET AUGUSTA, GEORGIA 30901

The subject property is located at the northwest corner of the intersection of Hall Street and Twiggs
Street in a residential area of Augusta, Georgia. The 0.63-acre property is improved with the
Garden Walk Apartments, an 18 apartment unit complex with associated leasing office. The subject
property improvements consist of four, one-story buildings containing 13,014 square feet, a
courtyard and assodiated landscaping.

The property was developed with the current improvements in 1963. Based on a review of historical
sources, the subject property formerly contained residential dwellings structures and a few shops
dating back to the late-1800s.

During the historical review two nearby service stations, including Boswell Truck Service Station and
Power Oil Company Service Station, were formerly located approximately 50 feet east and south of
the subject property at 1100 and 1115 Twiggs Street from at least 1935 until the mid-1960s. These
operations predated environmental regulations. In addition a former Atlanta Gas Light
Manufactured Gas Plant, and former GBI Property were identified in the general vicinity of the
subject property which were included on HSI inventory suggesting that contamination has been
identified in the subject property area. Aithough groundwater is anticipated to flow to the
north/northwest toward a nearby canal, groundwater flow data from other nearby registered gas
stations suggest that groundwater flow is to the southwest. Based on their proximity to the subject
property, the number of years of operation, the filling stations, MGP and GBI Property were
identified as potential environmental concerns.

Subsequent to identifying the environmental concerns, AEI prepared a Phase II Limited Site
Investigation (LSI) to confirm the presence/absence of soil and/or groundwater contamination
associated with these former off-site operations. Analytical results from the groundwater sampling
at the subject property have confirmed regulated hazardous material have been released to the site
groundwater including acetone, cis-1,2-dichloroethene (cis 1,2-DCE), tetrachloroethene (PCE), trans
1,2-DCE, trichloroethene (TCE) and 2,6-dinitoroluene. As identified in our investigation, chlorinated
solvents were not identified in on-site soil samples, suggesting that the suspected source is from an
off-site concern, including those identified during the initial Phase I ESA report.

In accordance with Rules for Hazardous Site Response, Chapter 391319 (Rules), the regulated
substances identified above their naturally occurring background concentrations was recommended,
of which this is providing. AEI has also performed a water well survey to aid the EPD office in
confirming if the subject property is to be included in the HSI database.

As identified above, the release is considered to be from off-site sources due to the lack of
confirmed operations which may have utilized these regulated materials and the absence of similar
regulated substances in site soils. However, due to the site’s use for multi-family residential uses,
AEI completed a Vapor Intrusion Investigation which included four subslab vapor sampling points
and four indoor air quality tests. AEI believes that this information provides evidence that the
occupants have not been exposed to regulated materials identified in site groundwater. This
information has been included for EPD’s consideration in making their determination.

The former Guardian Automotive (Subject Property) encompasses approximately 21 acres
located at 1560 Lukken Industrial Drive, West, LaGrange, Georgia (Figures 1, and 2). The
Property is currently occupied by an approximate 132,000 square foot former manufacturing
building. The grounds include asphalt surface parking, office space, loading docks and separate
storage areas throughout the property. The site was developed in 1978 as the L.aGrange
Moulding Corporation including manufacturing processes of plastic molding and extrusion for
the automobile industry. The current owner acquired the property from Guardian Automotive in
October 2009 as a real estate investment, and the facility has been closed since that time.

The surrounding area is described as heavy industrial, and the subject property is
immediately bordered by:

To the North: A heavily wooded area along a power line easement;

To the East: A heavily wooded area and a small unnamed creek;

To the West: A vacant building and Mountville Rubber Company and;
To the South: P&G Duracell and Kaydan Custom Filtration Corp.

Soil analysis results indicated the presence of methyl ethyl ketone, acetone, benzene,
toluene, xylenes, tetrachloroethene, and trichloroethene in soil exceeding the release notification
criteria. The results are summarized in Table 1 and the boring locations are shown on Figure 3.
Groundwater analysis results indicated the presence of methyl ethyl ketone, acetone, benzene,
toluene, tetrachloroethene, and trichloroethene above the method detection limit. The
groundwater results are summarized in Table 2 and the boring locations are shown on Figure 3.

A water well survey was completed to identify any public and non-public water supply
sources within a three-mile radius of the subject property and is presented in Attachment 2.
Although no public water supply wells were found with the search radius, the USGS database
reported a total of three groundwater wells between 1.5 — 2.5 miles to the northwest of the subject
property. During the site reconnaissance, none of the three wells were seen in the locations
described in the United States Geological Survey data. Thus, the presence of these well could not
be confirmed. It should also be noted that the City of LaGrange supplies potable water to all
three of these locations. The point of withdrawal of the City of LaGrange is approximately 4.1
miles northeast of the subject site.

A hydrogeologic evaluation was also conducted in the local area to determine if a
hydrogeologic connection could be present between groundwater at the Guardian Automotive
facility and the suspected water wells located within the 3-mile radius (Attachment 2). Based on
the evaluation, there is no evidence of a hydrogeologic connection between groundwater at the
subject property and these suspected wells.

In April 2010, Environmental Technology Resources, Inc (ETRI) completed a limited Phase 11
Environmental Site Assessment of the property located at 2166 Mountain Industrial Boulevard in Tucker,
DeKalb County, Georgia (“subject property”). The property is located within the Stone Mountain
Industrial District in unincorporated Tucker. The location of the subject property is shown in Figure 1.

The purpose of the limited Phase II ESA was to determine whether the operations at Optima EPS had
impacted soil and groundwater on the property. ETRI installed sixteen soil borings on the Site (see
Figure 2 for soil boring locations) on April 12, 2010. Soil boring B1 was located adjacent to the
northwest side of the building. Evidence of motor oil was noted on adjacent concrete. Boring B2 was
located near the first bay door on the northwest side of the building adjacent to a stained wall on the side
of the building. Soil boring B3 was located adjacent to the second bay door on the west side of the
building. Boring B4 was close to the third bay door and below an area where granite wall is stained
green. Boring B5 was located along the south wall of the building below an area of stained brick. Boring
B6 and B7 were located inside the building and within pits which were located below former paint booths
on the northwest side of the building. Boring B8 was located adjacent to a former pit that had been closed
with concrete and boring B9 was located adjacent to a pit that has a steel catch basin. Oil was noted
inside of the steel catch basin. Borings B10 and B11 were located adjacent to a floor trench where the
painting system for Optima was once located. Boring B12 was in an area where the concrete floor had
corroded significantly as a result of either acid spills or machinery. Boring B13 was located adjacent to
the floor trench in the former painting system area. Boring B14 was located below a vent in an area
where a former paint booth was located. Borings B15 and B16 were located in open pits in the floor of
the building just south of the former paint system room.

The soils in the borings were generally found to be reddish-brown silty clay to a depth of five to ten feet
and reddish-brown clayey silt to a depth of 15 feet. Reddish-brown/purple brown saprolite was
encountered at depths of 15 to 23 to 25 feet. It should be noted that not all soil borings were installed to
the depth where groundwater was encountered.

Soil samples were collected for the analyses of VOC’s total RCRA Metals or total petroleum
hydrocarbons — diesel range organics. The soil sample for VOC analyses were collected using EPA
Method 5035. Samples collected for volatile organics analyses were preserved with Sodium bisulfite or
Methanol then placed on ice. The samples were delivered to Analytical Environmental Services, Inc. of
Atlanta, Georgia under proper chain-of-custody for analyses. The results of the analyses are summarized
below:

After collecting the soil samples, a groundwater sampling tool consisting of a telescopic four-foot length
of wire mesh screen inserted into a drive point rod and fitted with a disposable tip. When the desired
depth was reached, it was retracted approximately four feet to dislodge the disposable tip and expose the
screen. The groundwater sampling tool was advanced to a depth of 27 feet in B2, 27 feet in B5 and 24
feet in B16. ETRI attempted to get a groundwater sample from boring B10, however, bedrock was
present at a depth of 23 feet and no groundwater was present. The depth to groundwater was determined
to be 19 feet in BI, 21 feet in B5 and 22 feet in B16. Groundwater samples were analyzed for the

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Property Description

The subject property is approximately 8.55 acres in size and is located on the north
end of the Georgia Tech campus, between 10t Street NW, Fowler Street NW, Eighth
Street NW, and I-75/1-85 South. The property is used as Georgia Tech'’s athletic
complex. It is comprised of the following buildings:

¢ The Alexander Memorial Coliseum (AMC)

e The Annex (practice gym, locker rooms, and offices)
¢ The Luck Building (offices)
e The Facilities Administration Building (offices)

Much of the AMC is constructed below grade, and a groundwater collection system is
installed beneath the coliseum to prevent groundwater intrusion into the facilities.
This collection system discharges into two collection sumps, from which the water is
pumped into the city sewer system.

Affected Areas/Extent of Contamination

Groundwater collection sump “BC” had a tetrachloroethene concentration of 4.08
ug/L and trichloroethene concentration of 1.94 ug/L, which exceeds the HSRA Site
Response Act Notification Concentration. Groundwater collection sump “MR” had a
tetrachloroethene concentration of 6.55 ug/L and trichloroethene concentration of
2.85 ug/L. There was no indication that prior or current uses of the subject property
have resulted in environmental contamination. However, a search performed by
Environmental Data Resources Inc (EDR) indicated approximately 35 facilities
surrounding the subject property may have caused the environmental contamination.

A total of
24 wells were found within this radius, and there was no indication that any of these
wells were active supply wells.

The site consists of one parcel of land located at 830 Willoughby Way, Atlanta, Fulton County, Georgia, herein referred
to as the “Property.” The Property is bounded by Freedom Parkway to the East and South, and Ralph McGill Boulevard
to the North. The geodetic coordinates are 33°45'55.16” North latitude and - 84°21'37.71" West longitude. The Property
is comprised of 4.09 acres of land, which is surrounded by a secure fence with gated access. The Property is currently
owned by Atlanta BeltLine Inc. (ABI) located at 86 Pryor Street, Suite 200, Atlanta, Fuiton County, Georgia 30303. ABI
is planning to redevelop the Property as a skate park and athletic field. The Property is currently unoccupied, except for
Reeve’s Construction, the general contractor for the redevelopment. Surrounding development is primarily residential
with the closest residential facility being Block Lofts. This apartment complex is located over 300’ from the northern
boundary of the lead impacted soil area (Area 1).

According to information provided by the Fulton County Tax Assessor’s office, the Property parcel identification number
is 14-0018-0009-021-8. Historically, the site served as a trucking facility. The Property is accessed via Willoughby Way
to the southwest.

During site assessment activities performed on the Property by Willmer Engineering in January and February 2010,
areas of soil contaminated with arsenic, benzo(a)anthracene, benzo(a)pyrene, benzo(b)fluoranthene, lead, and silver
were discovered. On January 26 and 27, 2010 and February 8, 2010, seventeen soil borings were advanced using
direct-push technology. Sixteen soil borings (SB-2/PZ to SB-17) were advanced to a depth of 20’ below ground surface
(bgs) and soil samples were collected at 5' intervals. One soil boring (SB-1/PZ) was advanced to a depth of 25’ bgs and
soil samples were collected at 5’ intervals. Soil boring locations SB-1/PZ to SB-8 were analyzed for RCRA metals and
mercury, volatile organic compounds (VOC), and total petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH). Soil boring locations SB-9 to
SB-17 were analyzed only for TPH-Diesel Range Organics (DRO) and lead. At two locations (SB-1/PZ and SB-3/PZ)
soil was analyzed for semivolatile organic compounds (SVOC), chlorinated pesticides, polychlorinated biphenyls (PCB),
and chlorinated herbicides in addition to the aforementioned constituents. Soil at SB-1/PZ was analyzed for these
constituents at 4-5’ and 20-25’ bgs, and soil at SB-3/PZ was analyzed for these constituents at 4-10" and 15-20’ bgs. To
analyze ground water, three temporary 1-inch piezometers were installed (SB-1/PZ, SB-2/PZ, SB-3/PZ). Ground water
at SB-1/PZ was analyzed for RCRA metals and mercury, VOC, TPH, SVOC, pesticides, PCB, and herbicides. On
January 27, 2010 detections of each of the RCRA metals and mercury, with the exception of selenium and silver, was
reported in SB-1/PZ at concentrations above their respective MCLs. The ground water sample was not filtered prior to
this analysis. On April 19, 2010, a filtered ground water sample was collected and analyzed for lead. Lead was not
detected in the filtered sample at a concentration above the quanitation limit. It is our opinion that the RCRA metal and
mercury detection in the unfiltered ground water at SB-1/PZ is due to turbidity, and the filtered ground water test results
more accurately represent ground water conditions at the Property. Ground water at SB-2/PZ was analyzed for VOC
only, and all results were BQL. SB-3/PZ was dry during the sampling period.

Analytical results indicate eleven borings with soils exceeding the Notification Concentration (NC) for lead, one boring
with soil exceeding the NC for arsenic, one boring with soil exceeding the NC for silver, and one boring with soil
exceeding or equaling the NC for benzo(a)anthracene, benzo(a)pyrene and benzo(b)fluoranthene. Lead was detected
at borings SB-1/PZ, SB-3/PZ, SB-4, SB-5, SB-6, SB-7, SB-9, SB-10, SB-14, SB-15, and SB-17 at concentrations
greater than the NC of 400 mg/kg, with the highest concentration of 7900 mg/kg at SB-10 from 9-10’ bgs. Arsenic was
found only at SB-5 from 4-10" bgs with a concentration of 46.4 mg/kg; the NC for arsenic is 41 mg/kg. Silver was found
only at SB-7 from 4-10" bgs with a concentration of 11.4 mg/kg; the NC for silver is 10/BG mg/kg. Soil was detected at
SB-1/PZ from 20-25' bgs that exceeded the NC of benzo(a)pyrene and equaled the NCs of benzo(a)anthracene, and
benzo(b)fluoranthene. The NCs are 1.64 mg/kg, 5.0 mg/kg, and 5.0 mg/kg for benzo(a)pyrene, benzo(a)anthracene,
and benzo(b)fluoranthene, respectively. No other regulated substances were detected at concentrations exceeding
their respective HSRA NC.

The source of the contaminants is interpreted to be fill material (non-native soils) placed on the Property, with the
original source of the fill material unknown. The former trucking facility is not suspected as the source. In order to
remediate the Property and as part of the redevelopment activities, excavation will occur to depths of approximately
7-12’ bgs for the entire width of Area 1.

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Site Summary

Due to a pending property transaction involving the site, an environmentai site assessment was
conducted by Terracon Consultants, Inc. (Terracon) in April 2010. Available information indicates that the
approximately 6.5-acre site (Fulton County Tax Parcel IDs 17-0100-0001-099-4, 17-0100-0001-087-9, 17-
0100-0001-090-3, and 17-0100-0001-091-1) was wooded and residential land until the 1950s.
Commercial buildings were constructed in the northern portion of the site in the 1950s and apartment
buildings were constructed on the southern portion of the site in the 1960s. Historical auto repair
businesses, service stations, and cleaners/laundromats were identified in the northern portion of the site
and on surrounding properties. Based on the presence of historical concerns, and on a review of EPD
files for nearby non-HSI facilities which indicated the presence of chiorinated solvents in groundwater at
the northeast site boundary, Terracon conducted a subsurface investigation at the site.

Notably, properties (265 and 275-277 Pharr Road) located adjacent to the east of the site were the
subject of HSRA notifications for chlorinated solvents and other contaminants in groundwater. Each of
these adjacent properties received a non- HSI determination and was enrolled under the Georgia
brownfields program.

Terracon conducted a limited site investigation (LSI) at the site in April and May 2010. Soil and
groundwater samples were collected for analysis, and shallow groundwater flow direction was
determined. Initially, seven soil borings were advanced in exterior areas with conversion to permanent
monitoring wells (B1/MW-1 through B7/MW-7) and four hand auger borings (IB1 through IB4) were
advanced in interior areas of the site to address areas of concern. Borings for permanent wells were
advanced to depths from 15 to 40 feet below ground surface (bgs) with direct-push (Geoprobe™) and
hollow stem auger drilling equipment. Hand auger borings were advanced to five feet bgs or to refusal.
Analytical results from soil samples collected indicated the presence of mostly petroleum compounds in
site soils, while groundwater analytical results indicated the presence of tetrachloroethene (PCE),
chloroform, cis-1,2-dichloroethene (cis-1,2-DCE), trichloroethene (TCE), 1,4-dichlorobenzene, and methyl
tertiary butyl ether (MTBE). Due to the presence of detectable concentrations of compounds in site soil
and groundwater, additional borings were advanced at the site. Terracon advanced two additional soil
borings with conversion to permanent wells (B8/MW-8 and B9/MW-9) in exterior areas, two hand auger
borings inside the 211 Pharr Rd building (B19/IB5 and B20/IB6), six shallow soil borings in exterior areas
around the perimeter of the 235 Pharr Rd building (B13 through B18), and boring IB2 in the 235 Pharr Rd
building an additional 5 feet.

Soil analytical results indicated the presence of only two constituents in excess of notification
concentrations:  petroleum-based compounds  benzo(b)fluoranthene  (CAS#  205-99-2) and
benzo(a)pyrene (CAS# 50-32-8). LS| activities conducted at the site, specifically the advancement of
additional borings B13 through B18 and the deeper soil sample from boring IB2, resulted in the horizontal
and vertical delineation of the extent of these compounds. Since the two petroleum-based compounds
are exempt from notification requirements under Chapter 391-3-19-.04(2)(g), and no other regulated
substances were identified in soils above notification concentrations, notification is required for the
regulated substances identified in groundwater only.

Shallow groundwater flow at the site was measured to the southwest. Based on the fact that the regulated
substances identified in site groundwater were not identified in relevant site soils (no source area was
identified) and the identification of chiorinated solvents and other contaminants in offsite groundwater
near the site, including from the two adjacent non-HSI brownfields sites, Terracon concludes that the
compounds identified in groundwater originated from one or more offsite sources.

Terracon conducted a potable water well survey within a one-mile radius of the site. No wells were
identified. Based upon the HSRA notifications for nearby properties (265 and 275-277 Pharr Road) that
resulted in non-HSI determinations, the nearest drinking water well is assumed to be between one and
two miles from the site. Preliminary Reportable Quantities Screening Method (RQSM) site screening was
performed by Terracon, and RSQM results indicated that the site also would not be listed on the
Hazardous Sites Inventory (HSI).

SUMMARY

The property is comprised three parcels (Parcel IDs: 6-0892 -01-28. 6-0892 -01-029. and
6-0892 -01-037) totaling approximately 18.35 acres located at 6069 Commerce
Boulevard in Garden City. Chatham County. Georgia. The property was originally
developed in 1994 for Southeastern Container Services, a shipping container repair
company. Improvements on the property consist of an approximately 3.000 square-foot
metal warehouse and a canopy structure. The majority of the property is gravel covered
open space that has historically been used to store shipping containers. Due diligence
activities conducted by a prospective tenant of the property is the driver behind Arcadis
U.S. Inc’s (Arcadis) recent Phase I and Phase II Environmental Site Assessments (ESA).

9.A. SITE SUMMARY

The subject property, which is the third phase of the Newton D. Baker Village
redevelopment, is located at 1440 Benning Drive in Columbus, Muscogee County,
Georgia. The property totals approximately 14 acres. The site was formerly occupied by
the apartment structures that previously comprised Newton D. Baker Village. The
structures were recently removed from the site as part of the redevelopment of the
property. The site is currently vacant, with no structures or paved areas, and is in the
process of being reworked to facilitate the new development (mixed residential and
commercial use) of the site.

The area around the site is a mix of residential and commercial property. The site is
bordered on the north, south and part of the west by other Phases of the Newton D. Baker
Village apartment complex. To the east, in the northern part of the site, the subject
property is bordered by Fort Benning Road across which are located several commercial
businesses. In the southern part of the site, the property is bordered to the east by a
former railroad. The future plans for this railroad are greenspace. Benning Drive borders
a narrow portion of the site to the west, across which is a post office, a school, a fire
department and a recreational facility.

The release was identified during a Phase 11 ESA (the report of which is dated June 14,
2010) performed at the site, to address potential offsite concerns (former gas station/dry
cleaner). Six borings/temporary monitoring wells were installed into the subsurface along
the boundary of the Phase 3 development. The temporary monitoring well locations are
illustrated on the Site Plan included in Attachment 2. Four soil samples from these
borings were submitted for laboratory analysis. A groundwater sample was retrieved
from each of the six temporary monitoring wells. Copies of the analytical reports for the
soil and groundwater samples are included in Attachment 3. The soil lab reports indicate
that none of the analyzed constituents were exhibited in excess of the laboratory detection
limits. The results of the groundwater laboratory analyses indicated that a release of the
following regulated substances had occurred: Benzene, 1,2-Dichloroethane,
Ethylbenzene,  Isopropylbenzene,  Naphthalene, Tetrachloroethene,  Xylenes,
Acenaphthene, Fluorene, Naphthalene and Phenanthrene. All of these constituents were
identified in the sample obtained from TW-3, except for Tetrachloroethene, which was
exhibited in TW-4. While the contaminants in the groundwater sample are presumed to
have originated from offsite, there is currently no physical evidence (groundwater
contour map, etc.) to prove this assertion.

No additional work has been performed to investigate, clean up, or otherwise remediate
the property. The extent of the contamination is not known at this time.
