SITE SUMMARY

The site consists of one parcel of land totaling 4.25 acres. The parcel is developed with one
78,600-square-foot building that was constructed in 1972. Based on the historical sources
reviewed, the site was a part of the larger Fulton County Prison Farm property from 1914 until
1960. The site does not appear to have been developed with any structures during this period. The
undeveloped site was owned by various investment development interests until 1972 when it was
purchased and developed in its current configuration by Mr. Michael C. Carlos. The building was
constructed in about 1972. Nibco-Sunbelt Marketing (plumbing supply warehouse) occupied the
site from 1972 until sometime after 1997 when the site was purchased by WYW VI. WYW VI
owned the vacant site for several years until Mr. Letourneau purchased the site in April 2004.
The site was occupied by Monarch Cabinetry, Inc. and Door Tech, Inc. from April 2004 until
March 2009 when manufacturing operations ceased. The building was vacated in May 2009 and
the site has remained vacant since that time.

GaiaTech conducted a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of the site in 2009. Based on
the ESA, no indications of past site operations with a potential to result in releases were identified.
However, the ESA identified surrounding properties as possible concerns. The surrounding areas
were developed with light industrial and commercial facilities beginning in the early 1960s. At
least three nearby facilities were listed on several multiple databases in the environmental database
report reviewed by GaiaTech during its Phase I ESA. Owens Corning, Miller Zell and Penske
Truck Leasing were mentioned in environmental database listings related to underground storage
tanks (USTs), spills, and hazardous waste generation at these facilities, as well as state- and EPA-
led investigation and cleanup activities.

In September 2009, GaiaTech collected groundwater samples in three areas of the site to evaluate
whether off-site sources had resulted in impact to the site. Three subsurface Geoprobe " soil
borings were advanced to depths between 15 and 25 feet below ground surface (bgs). No physical
evidence of impact was identified in the soils above the groundwater table; PID readings near the
surface at B-1 were elevated but attributed to natural organic material in the soil. Moist soils
collected near the groundwater table exhibited a slight odor at boring B-3, located close to the
upgradient property boundary at the southwest corner of the site. No physical evidence of potential
impacts was observed in the other borings. The soil borings were converted to temporary
monitoring wells. One groundwater sample was collected from each temporary monitoring well.
The samples were submitted for laboratory analysis for volatile organic compounds (VOCs), semi-
VOCs (SVOCs), and Resource Conservations and Recovery Act (RCRA) metals. No VOCs were
detected. Several metals were identified (lead, chromium, barium and lead) in one or more of the
wells at the site and the lead concentrations in two samples exceeded the Media Target
Concentration/Maximum Contaminant Level (MTC/MCL) for lead. However, the samples
appeared turbid and it appeared likely that the metals results were elevated due to naturally
occurring metals within the soil matrix.

Several SVOCs were detected in one of the three temporary well samples, from the well at the
southwest corner of the site (B-3), hydraulically upgradient. The identified compounds included 2-
4 dimethylphenol (35 ug/l), carbazole (11 ug/l) and naphthalene (320 ug/l). No SVOCs were
detected in the samples from the other two well samples.



In October 2009, GaiaTech installed permanent wells in order to obtain lower turbidity samples
which would better represent actual groundwater conditions. GaiaTech supervised the installation
of three permanent groundwater monitoring wells, MW-1, MW-2, and MW-3, in the respective
approximate locations of borings B-1, B-2, and B-3 installed during the September 2009
Investigation. GaiaTech collected one groundwater sample from each of the three monitoring wells
for analysis of SVOCs, barium, chromium and lead (targeted as contaminants identified during the
prior investigation). GaiaTech also surveyed tops of casing elevations and measured depth to
groundwater in order to evaluate the potentiometric surface at the site.

No metals were detected at concentrations exceeding the MTCs/MCLs. Low concentrations of
barium were found in all three samples; these results are likely indicative of naturally occurring
barium. Note that metals analyses from the turbid Geoprobe "™ wells were discounted in favor of
the metals analyses from the low turbidity permanent wells.

No SVOCs were found in the samples from MW-1 or MW-2. The sample from MW-3 (at the
southwest corner of the site) was found to contain 2-methylnapthalene (23 ug/l), carbazole (16
ug/l), acenaphthene (13 ug/l), and naphthalene (480 ug/l). The only compound that exceeded an
MTC/MCL was naphthalene (480 ug/l). Groundwater was determined to move to the southwest
towards the Chattahoochee River.

Shallow soil samples were collected on May 5 2010, to provide analytical data from the overlying
soils to further substantiate the physical observations that impacts to the groundwater were from
offsite sources. One sample was collected in the vicinity of each of the three permanent
groundwater wells at a depth of approximately 1.5 feet below the surface. Each sample was
analyzed for the semi-volatile compounds that were detected in the groundwater. None of these
constituents were detected in the soil samples, further substantiating that the groundwater
contamination is originating off site.

The former Tom Jumper Chevrolet Dealership located at 7200 Roswell Road in Sandy Springs,
Georgia (the “Site”) occupies 9.9-acres and is developed with a 19,000-square foot building that
housed the showroom, sales office, and car washing and detailing. The entire Site is covered
with concrete/asphalt with the exception of small landscaped areas in along Roswell Road and an
approximately 1-acre area on the southern portion of the property. The USGS Quadrangle Map
(Figure 1) and the Site Plan (Figure 2) are included in Exhibit A.

Based on a review of historic documents, the site was undeveloped, wooded land until 1972,
when it was developed with the Tom Jumper Autostation (dealership and vehicle repair
operations). In 1997, auto repair operations ceased at the site. In 1999, the former building was
demolished and the current automobile showroom was constructed.

Subsurface investigations were performed on this site in 2008 and 2010 with the following
results:

1. In 2008, a subsurface investigation included the advancement of six soil borings. Three of
the borings were converted into temporary monitoring wells. Samples were analyzed for total
metals, VOC, and PAH. None of the soil samples exceeded HSRA notification levels.
Petroleum related compounds and chlorinated hydrocarbons (up-gradient well) were detected
in groundwater samples. Figure 3 in Exhibit A shows the sample locations. The 2008
laboratory analytical results are included in Exhibit B. Note that carbon disulfide was
detected in two soil samples at concentrations less than 0.002 mg/kg, which is considered to
be background, and naturally occurring.

2. In 2010, a subsurface investigation included the advancement of 26 soil borings. Six of the
borings were converted into temporary monitoring wells. A total of 45 samples were
analyzed for RCRA metals, VOC, PAH and PCBs. None of the soil samples exceeded
HSRA notification levels. Chlorinated hydrocarbons were detected in groundwater samples.
Petroleum related compounds were also detected but are excluded from the HSRA
notification process. Figure 3 in Exhibit A shows the sample locations. The 2010
laboratory analytical results are included in Exhibit C. Note that carbon disulfide was
detected in two soil samples at concentrations considered to be background, and naturally
occurring (0.022 and 0.029 mg/kg).

No drinking water wells were identified within three miles of the site; accordingly this site is
below the listing threshold, and no release above an RQ has occurred. The RSQM scoring for
this site is included in Exhibit D.

The Property consists of an approximate 1.99-acre rectangular shaped tract of land improved with one
approximate 22,000-square foot warehouse building, located in the central portion of the site. The remaining areas
of the Property consist of a gravel driveway and gravel parking areas, grassed areas, and a concrete-paved loading
area. The Property building is currently vacant; however, according to the owner of the Property, the building was
most recently occupied by a stone cutting and fabrication facility until mid-2009. The Property is located in the
northeastern quadrant of the intersection of Pimento Avenue and Southern Railroad and is referenced by the
physical address of 720 Pimento Avenue (aka 520 Pimento Avenue), Griffin, Spalding County, Georgia. Refer to
Attachment 9B1 for the tax assessor map.

Based on information and belief, the Property appears to have been developed with the current structure in 1957.
Prior to development with the current structure, the Property appears to have consisted of vacant land dating back
to at least 1937. The Property’s former occupants appear to have consisted of, but are not necessarily limited to
Spring Hill Grocery, Willie Harris Grocery, Griffin Electronics and R Taylor and Company General Contractors.
The Property was reportedly occupied by R Taylor and Company General Contractors, who used the Property as a
stone cutting and fabrication facility, from 2007 through mid-2009, when operations ceased. No environmental
concerns were noted in connection with the Property’s historical use and development,

Residential properties and/or wooded properties surround the Property to the east, north and west. The Property
was bound to the south by railroad tracks, with an industrial facility, formerly known as American Tan and
Leather (730 Pimento Avenue) and Pomona Products Company, further south. The Pomona Products Company
was listed as a CERCLIS — NFRAP facility. Based on limited information reviewed, the facility was reported to
the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) in August 1980, and was investigated due to a citizen
complaint. EPA conducted a visit at this facility on August 19, 1984, and discovered that the Pomona Products
facility generated approximately 10,000-gallons per day of liquid waste with a pH above 13. According to the
report, the liquid waste was stored within two concrete walled vats, which featured clay floor bottoms. The fluids
stored within the vats were suspected of leaking and impacting groundwater in the area. This facility reportedly
processed and canned fruits and vegetables; however no specific information regarding the former operations
could be obtained. In December 1989, EPA assigned the site NFRAP status based on the groundwater pathway
score calculated at the facility.

On December 3, 2009, GLE Associates, Inc. (GLE) advanced two (2) direct push soil borings (EB-1 and EB-2)
along the southern boundary of the Property (Refer to Attachment 9B2 for locations). Soil and groundwater
samples were collected for laboratory analysis in order to assess soil and/or groundwater quality underlying
portions of the site, with respect to potential adverse environmental impacts associated with the adjacent property
to the south (formerly known as Pomona Products Company). A groundwater sample was collected from a
temporary groundwater monitoring well installed in EB-2. Due to drilling refusal and the absence of groundwater,
no groundwater sample was collected from EB-1. In lieu of a groundwater sample, one soil sample (EB-1-SS-1 @
28’ bgs) was collected from EB-1 at the soil boring refusal depth and submitted for laboratory analysis. The soil
and groundwater samples were analyzed for RCRA metals. In addition, the groundwater sample from EB-2 was
evaluated for pH.

Barium and chromium were detected at concentrations of 64.5 milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg) and 14.9 mg/kg,
respectively in the soil sample collected from EB-1. The barium and chromium concentrations were below their
respective Georgia Environmental Protection Division (EPD) Hazardous Site Response Program (HSRP) soil
notification concentration concentrations of 500 mg/kg and 1,200 mg/kg, respectively. No other RCRA metals
were detected within the soil sample collected from EB-1. The pH of the soil sample collected from EB-1 was
reported at 6.26.

Barium and mercury were detected within the groundwater sample collected from EB-2 at concentrations of
0.0398 milligrams per liter (mg/L) and 0.00051 mg/L, respectively. The concentrations of barium and mercury
were below their respective maximum contaminant level (MCL) of 2 mg/L and 0.002 mg/L. In order to confirm
the barium and mercury concentrations detected in the December 3, 2009 sample, GLE collected a second
groundwater sample from EB-2 on December 21, 2009 for barium and mercury analysis. Barium and mercury

were detected in the sample collected on December 21, 2009 at concentrations of 0.0653 mg/L and 0.00048 mg/L,
respectively. These concentrations were generally comparable to the respective concentrations detected in the
initial sampling event. The pH of the groundwater sample collected from EB-2 was reported at 5.5.

On February 2, 1010, four (4) background soil borings (EB-1A, EB-3, EB-4, and EB-5) were advanced on the
Property using a combination of DPT methods and solid stem augers. The borings were advanced at the location
of the previous boring EB-2 on the southwestern portion of the Property (EB-1A), on the northwest portion of the
Property (EB-3), on the northeastern portion of the Property (EB-4), and on the north-central portion of the
Property (EB-5). Two of the soil borings (EB-3 and EB-5) were converted into temporary monitoring wells.
Boring B-4 encountered drilling refusal prior to groundwater. Barium was detected in all four soil samples
collected and two background groundwater samples collected from EB-3 and EB-5. The barium
concentrations detected in the EB-3 and EB-5 groundwater samples were below the barium MCL of 2
mg/L. In addition, based upon a comparison of barium concentrations between the previous samples
collected from EB-2 in December and barium concentrations detected in the soil samples collected in
February, it appears that the barium detected in the soil and groundwater samples is a result of naturally
occurring background concentration of barium in area soils. Mercury was not detected in the
background soil and groundwater samples collected during the February assessment above the laboratory
reporting limit.

A copy of the laboratory analytical data, boring logs, and boring location plans from the soil and groundwater
assessments are appended in Attachment 9B for your review. No actions have been taken to remediate the
Property. A well survey was conducted as part of this notification and is appended as Attachment 11. GLE
identified no active drinking water wells or public water supplies at or within I-mile of the Property; however,
evidence of three former public water supply (PWS) wells formerly used by the City of Griffin were observed
between 0.5 and 0.7-mile southeast of the Property. According to the Deputy Director of Griffin Water
Department, the wells are not in use and are planned to be properly closed and sealed in 2010. Groundwater flow
is anticipated to flow to the south-southeast. None of the wells researched within 3-miles are believed to be in
operation. Further, the former PWS wells identified within 1.0-mile are not believed to be in a position to be
impacted by constituents detected on the Property.

Based on our information and belief, there are no groundwater users to be impacted and no pathway for soil
exposure. Therefore, based on the lack of exposure, location in an area of lower groundwater pollution
susceptibility, location of the nearest drinking water source, and inaccessibility of the site, this Property should not
be listed on the Hazardous Site Inventory (HSI).

Site Summary

The subject site is located on the east side of Jimmy Carter Boulevard, about 800 feet north of its intersection
with Highway 29. (See Figures 1 and 2.) At the time of LOGIC's investigation, the property supported a retail
shopping center which included four tenant spaces. The northernmost space was vacant, but was most recently
occupied by a vacuum and computer service shop. The remaining spaces were occupied by a hair salon, a
painting equipment rental company and an auto mechanic. The on-site building was constructed in 1989.

In the course of a Phase I/Phase Il environmental assessment, LOGIC collected a groundwater sample from the
property on June 23, 2010. The sample was collected from a direct-push boring advanced near the southeast
corner of the property, at the edge of the back parking lot. This location was judged to be generally
downgradient from the main section of the building and the on-site auto shop. A second sampling location
was attempted near the northeast corner of the property, but probe refusal was encountered above the
uppermost groundwater aquifer and no groundwater samples were collected. Sample locations are illustrated
by Figure 3.

The groundwater sample (designated GW-2) was submitted for laboratory analysis for volatile organic
compounds (EPA Method 8260) and 8 dissolved RCRA metals (Methods 6010 and 7470.) Analysis was
performed by Analytical Environmental Services in Atlanta. Lab analysis identified cis-1,2-dichloroethene at
a concentration of 44 micrograms per liter (ug/L) This is less than the EPA-established Maximum
Contamination Limit (MCL,) which is 70 ug/L. Trace concentrations of benzene, xylenes and MTBE were also
identified in this sample, but are almost certainly associated with historical, surface spillage of gasoline and are
not subject to HSRA notification. Benzene and xylene concentrations were also less than their respective MCls.
A trace concentration of barium (155 ug/L) was also identified, but was well below its MCL and well within the
naturally occurring range for barium in this area of North Georgia. The constituent is believed to be naturally
occurring.

A well survey was not performed in the course of LOGIC's investigation. However, the most recent well survey
conducted by the Georgia EPD with respect to the adjoining Crymes Landfill HSI site indicates that no drinking
water wells were identified within one mile of the site. (Documentation of this survey is included in Appendix
1.) This is consistent with the heavily developed, suburban nature of the surrounding area. Accordingly, LOGIC
has assumed a conservative radius of 1-2 miles for purposes of release notification. No surface water receptors
were identified in the immediate area. No corrective action has been performed in response to this release and
no imminent health threat is apparent.

The constituents of concern (COCs) described in the Notification Form were discovered as a result of a Phase Il
Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) performed in May 2010, as part of the DCA environmental due diligence process.
A total of five (5) soil borings (SB-1 through SB-5) and three (3) monitoring wells (MW-1 through MW-3) were installed at
the subject property to investigate two recognized environmental conditions: two Underground Storage Tanks (USTs),
which were utilized to store heating oil; and a trench drain associated with the previous dyeing process. Geoprobe®,
Direct Push Technology (DPT) was utilized to collect soil samples continuous, at 5-foot intervals. A Photo lonization
Detector (PID) was utilized to screen the soil samples in the field; soil samples selected for laboratory analysis were
based on samples with the highest PID concentration or visual contamination. Groundwater samples were collected from
the soil borings via a stainless-steel, screen-point sampler and a peristaltic pump and from the monitoring wells using a
disposable, polyethylene bailer. Soil and groundwater samples were analyzed for Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs)
and Semi-VOCs (SVOCs) by EPA Method 8260B and 8270C, respectively. Laboratory reports are included in Appendix
Il. Soil and Groundwater Concentration Maps are presented as Figures 2 and 3, respectively.

Analytical results indicated that one soil sample (SB-5) had one COC [benzo(b)fluoranthene = 5.44 mg/kg] that exceeded
the applicable Notification Concentration of 5.0 mg/kg. Therefore, the soils in the vicinity of SB-5 were over excavated to
a depth of five (5) feet below the concrete floor surface, and confirmation soil samples (SB-5-N-5" and SB-5-S-5’) were
collected for laboratory analysis (24-hour TAT). Laboratory results indicated that all VOCs and SVOCs were below
detection limits.

Analytical results indicated that groundwater collected from two soil borings (SB-3 and SB-4) and two monitoring wells
(MW-2 and MW-3) had detectable concentration of COCs. The 2-methyinaphthalene and naphthalene detected in MW-3
can be attributed to the petroleum stored in the former USTs; thus, these COCs are exempt and were excluded from the
Notification Form. TCE, PCE and methylene chloride were the only COCs that exceeded the applicable Maximum
Contaminant Levels (MCLs) in groundwater.

A field reconnaissance, well/receptor survey was conducted by Matrix in June 2010. One industrial well (Constantine
located at 200 Fair Street Calhoun, GA) utilized for process water was identified within 1 mile of the subject property. All
other wells identified by the USGS National Water Information System (http://waterdata.usga.gov/nwis) within 1 mile of the
subject property have been abandoned and/or destroyed; this was confirmed by Matrix via interviews of the applicable
property owner/tenant. Additionally, the surrounding residential areas are connected to public water supply system
operated by Calhoun Utilities. The closest drinking water well appears to be located approximately 1.5 miles from the
subject property (Hwy 156 and College Street, Calhoun, GA) and is operated only for emergencies by the Calhoun
Utilities Water Department. Results and documentation of the well/receptor survey are included in Appendix lil.

The Reportable Quantities Screening Method (RQSM) was utilized to evaluate the COCs detected in groundwater;
preliminary screening results are included in Appendix IV. Based on the COCs that exceeded the MCL, receptor survey
and RQSM, the groundwater pathway does not exceed the applicable threshold. Therefore, Matrix recommends a no-
listing letter for the subject property.

Site Summary

A Phase | Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) was performed for the site in 2005. The ESA, performed
by SES Environmental, Inc. (SES), identified a Snapper manufacturing facility and a gasoline service
station, located to the north and northeast of the site, respectively, as recognized environmental
conditions (RECs) associated with the site. On June 2, 2010, soil and groundwater samples were
collected at the site by Terracon as part of due diligence activities associated with re-financing at the site.
Sampling activities were conducted in the northern portion of the site, adjacent to and topographically
downgradient from the Briggs & Stratton / Former Snapper facility and the gasoline service station facility.
Soil samples were analyzed for benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, and xylenes (BTEX) by EPA Method
8260 and polynuclear aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs) by EPA Method 8270. Groundwater samples were
analyzed for volatile organic compounds (VOCs) by EPA Method 8260 and PAHs by EPA Method 8270
or just BTEX and methyl tertiary butyl ether (MTBE) by EPA Method 8260. Of five groundwater samples
collected and analyzed, only two were tested for VOCs by EPA Method 8260. Of those two samples one
tested positive for tetrachloroethene (14 micrograms per liter or ug/L). Another groundwater sample
indicated the presence of detectable concentrations of toluene (1.4 ug/L).

Terracon performed a water well and receptor survey of the area within one mile of the site. U.S.
Geological Survey (USGS) records reviewed indicated the presence of a potable water well located
approximately 1,900 feet south-southwest of the site. Representatives of the City of McDonough Public
Works (CMPW) confirmed that there is a public potable water well, called City of McDonough South Well,
located approximately 1,900 feet south-southwest of the site. This well, and another located greater than
one mile from the site, provide approximately 8% of the water in CMPW's municipal water system. As of
June 2010, the South Well is off-line, but officials with CMPW stated that the well will be back on-line
within two months to a year.

No source for the compounds identified in groundwater has been noted on site. The site has been utilized
since the 1960s for cutting, sewing, and packaging of linens and apparel/garments. Interviews with site
personnel and available records have not identified evidence of chlorinated solvent use or storage at the
site. Tetrachloroethene in site groundwater was detected at the most topographically upgradient portion
of the site, downgradient from the former Snapper facility. Industrial activities, including the generation of
hazardous wastes (the former Snapper facility is a RCRA generator), have been conducted at the former
Snapper facility since at least 1972, Based on information available at this time, the source of the
identified compounds in groundwater may be the adjacent former Snapper facility to the north.

The subject site (site) is located at 713 Ralph David Abernathy Boulevard in Atlanta, Georgia. The site
occupies approximately 8.747 acres of land and is developed with multiple interconnected buildings
having a total area of approximately 268,000 square feet. The site has been occupied by Stevens
Graphics, Inc. or its predecessor Ruralist Press since 1926, mostly for the purpose of printing phone
books. Stevens has recently terminated operations and is currently in the process of removing equipment.
Access to the site has been and remains controlled by fencing and 24-hour on-site security.

Historical research indicates that the site was occupied by a lumber yard and door factory in the early
1900s. Printing operations began in 1926 in the south central portion of the site. At that time, a bakery
was noted at the southwest corner of the site, with an associated vehicle repair shop identified along
Murphy Street. Sanborn maps indicate the presence of a gasoline underground storage tank associated
with the repair shop. By the 1980s, printing operations and associated office and warehouse space had
expanded to occupy the entire site.

A Phase I soil and groundwater assessment was completed at the site and reported in June 2010. The
assessment included advancement of 56 direct push soil borings, 22 of which were converted to
groundwater monitoring wells. A total of 48 soil samples were analyzed for VOCs (EPA Method
8260B), SVOCs (EPA Method 8270C) and/or metals (EPA Methods 6010C and 7141V). Twenty-one
groundwater samples were tested for VOCs and SVOCs, with 16 groundwater samples also tested for
total and dissolved metals.

Regulated substances in soil at levels exceeding notification concentrations were detected at 14 locations,
all within the confines of the buildings and fences surrounding the site. Regulated substances in
groundwater were detected at 20 locations. A thin veneer (1/3-inch) of oil was measured in well MW-16
on May 17, 2010, but has subsequently been dissipated through performance of a high vacuum recovery
event on June 6, 2010.

Barium concentrations detected in groundwater are considered naturally occurring. Cadmium detected in
three wells is also considered to be a likely natural occurrence. Chioroform and carbon disulfide detected
in one well along Bluff Street are likely artifacts associated with municipal water line and/or sewer line
leakage. Nevertheless, these four constituents have been included on the Groundwater Release form
herein.

Soil and groundwater testing results are summarized on the attached tables and figures, along with the
complete laboratory reports.

Water well database records contained in publically accessible regulatory files at EPD were reviewed for
nearby facilities to check for drinking water sources within a 3-mile radius of the site. Although facilities
with potential wells were identified as shown on the attached USGS topographic map, none of the
potential wells are in use as a drinking water supply. There are no surface water intakes for a public
water supply within 3 miles of the site.

Constituents exceeding notification requirements have been identified in soil and groundwater at the site.
However, based on the absence of groundwater or surface water used as a drinking water source within 3
miles of the site and the public inaccessibility of the site, a release exceeding a reportable quantity has not
occurred. The site should not be listed on the Hazardous Site Inventory.

The subject site is located on 157.05 acres just west of the Port of Savannah in Port Wentworth,
Georgia. According to available historical information, the facility was constructed in 1956 to
manufacture nitrogenous fertilizers. Arcadian Fertilizer, L.P. operated the plant from 1989 and
shut down all production in 1995. In 1997, PCS Nitrogen, Inc. acquired Arcadian Corporation,
general partner of Arcadian Fertilizer, L.P., and renamed the limited partnership PCS Nitrogen
Fertilizer, L.P. (PCS). The plant has not been operated since its 1995 shut down and the main
plant structures have largely been decommissioned and demolished. Current site operations are
limited to minor containerized goods storage in the northeast portion of the site.

This Notification is a supplement to the 1994 and 2007 HSRA Notifications for this property.
Previous assessment activities conducted on the property in the late 1980s and early 1990s were
presented to the Georgia Environmental Protection Division (EPD) as part of a HSRA Release
Notification dated March 22, 1994. Follow-up assessment activities conducted on the property in
2006 resulted in a second release notification dated January 5, 2007. In response to both release
notifications, the Georgia Hazardous Site Response Program (HSRP) determined that a release
exceeding reportable quantities had not occurred. Refer to EPD’s no listing letters dated June 29,
1994 and April 16, 2007.

On May 25, 2010, the Georgia Department of Transportation (GDOT), as part of a corridor
analysis for the proposed Jimmy DeLoach Connector, advanced four direct push borings along
the proposed road alignment which roughly bisects the subject site along a north-south line.
Figure 2 included as Attachment B identifies the sampling locations. Soil samples obtained from
a depth of approximately four feet were submitted for laboratory testing. The direct push borings
were extended below the water table and groundwater samples were collected directly using a
direct push sampling device. PCS engaged MACTEC to accompany the GDOT representatives
during the sampling efforts and to collect a split sample at each location. The split soil and
groundwater samples provided to MACTEC were analyzed by Test America for the presence of
VOCs, SVOCs and RCRA metals. According to GDOT’s consultant, GDOT’s samples were
analyzed by Advanced Chemical Labs for VOCs, PAHs and RCRA metals.

The MACTEC-assigned testing results did not identify regulated constituents above HSRA
notification concentrations in soil. As shown on the table in Part IV, the groundwater results
identified the following three constituents in groundwater that were not previously reported, all at
very low concentrations that are well below the applicable MCLs: 1,1-dichloroethene (at 1.6
ug/l), ethylbenzene (at 2.9 ug/l), and toluene (at 6.6 ug/l). The groundwater testing data are
summarized on the attached table, along with the complete laboratory reports.

Note that the laboratory reports include additional regulated constituents reported as an estimated
value “J Flagged” (estimated value is less than the reporting limit but greater than or equal to the
method detection limit). However, none of these additional constituents were detected at levels
above its Maximum Contaminant Level (MCL). J Flagged values are not listed on the table in
Part IV — Groundwater Release Information of this release notification since these are only
estimated values and are below the laboratory’s reporting limit.
