Tetra Tech Inc. (Tetra Tech) is pleased to submit the Quarters-28/29 Landfill Maintenance and 

Inspection Report for the Northside Drive Landfill Site (Site).   Tetra Tech prepared this report in 

accordance with the requirements and obligations specified in Section 4.0 of the Monitoring and 

Maintenance Plan (Georgia Department of Natural Resources, December 2003, revised July 

2005).   

 

This report represents the second semi-annual inspection report submission under the revised 

Monitoring and Maintenance Plan reporting requirements established for the Northside Drive 

Landfill Site under the Georgia Voluntary Remediation Program, as described in your June 30, 

2010 letter to Ms. Joan Sasine of Bryan, Cave, Powell, and Goldstein. 

 

Tim Bricker, PE conducted quarterly site inspections on March 14, 2011 and June 22, 2011.  The 

inspection revealed that the vegetative covering, drainage system, concrete caps, and the granite 

markers located on the corner of the property boundary appeared to be intact and free of debris. 

All wells appeared undamaged and functional.  The quarterly site inspection conducted in June 

corresponds to a required inspection during a rain event.   

 

In addition, one granite marker located on the northern perimeter of the property previously 

hidden was located in March.  The marker was hidden beneath overgrown brush that was recently 

trimmed, revealing the marker.  Upon arrival in June, the marker could no longer be found and is 

believed to once again be located beneath overgrown brush. 

 

Minor cracking in the asphalt surface of the parking lot was observed at various locations 

throughout the parking lot, but this does not represent major damage requiring immediate repair.  

Many of these cracks are located at the connection where strips were initially laid down during 

the paving process.  No cracks appeared to be wider than ¼-inch wide and none appeared to have 

penetrated the asphalt surface into the underlying fill; however, the cracking indicates that 

weathering is beginning to impact the asphalt.  Asphalt parking lots generally require resealing 

and restriping every five years, and the asphalt surface has been recently resealed, but the cracks 

are still present. Therefore, Tetra Tech and GWCC will monitor the condition of the cracked 

areas in the asphalt to determine when the cracks in the lot need to be filled in, the repaired 
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surface areas resealed, and the affected striping be restriped before weathering processes 

penetrate the underlying fill.  

 

Please note that the Jersey barriers and steel plates that were installed to protect the monitoring 

wells along John Street during demolition activities at the Herndon Homes property were 

removed following completion of demolition and site restoration activities at the property in late 

September 2010.  These objects appear on many of the photos contained in the report for the 

Quarter 26 inspection period, but do not appear in the photos taken from the same orientations for 

subsequent inspection periods.
